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ollowing a recent meeting between The
FLivestock & Meat Commission (LMC) and the
Minister for Agriculture and Rural Development,
Michelle Gildernew MP MLA, it has been announced
that Price Waterhouse Coopers (PWC) has been
commissioned to conduct a strategic review of LMC.

PWC will undertake a cross-cutting and fundamental
review to determine whether there is a continuing
need for the functions and activities carried out by
LMC. PWC will consider whether some or all of the
activities of LMC would be better placed outside
Government and will recommend options which
maximise LMC’s potential to use industry funding in
support of the industry.

Minister Gildernew commented “LMC has been
subject to reviews in the past and | believe that it is
timely for one to be conducted now. This strategic
review will help identify a model which will deliver the
best results for those stakeholders who pay a levy to
LMC. The review is being carried out by Price
Waterhouse Coopers. In the coming weeks they will
be seeking the views of stakeholders as part of their
consultation process. | would encourage all those
involved to engage fully with the consultation process
to help ensure that we get the best outcome for our
industry.”

DARD and LMC both agree that the status quo is not
an option and that fundamental changes are
required.

Review of LMC Announced

Speaking after the meeting, Mr Pat O’Rourke,
Chairman, LMC explained: “LMC’s over-riding vision
is for a sustainable and profitable future for the
Northern Ireland beef and sheepmeat industry at all
levels of the supply chain. However, as an executive
non departmental public body, we are bound by
increasingly stringent red-tape at a European and
regional government level which is severely restricting
the way in which we can do business. The Board and
Executive Team at LMC have been calling for a
fundamental review of the role of LMC and the
legislative environment in which we operate for quite
some time and we are delighted that the process has
now begun with the appointment of PWC.”

As part of the review, PWC will consult with the
various stakeholders including government and have
developed a website www.Imcreview2009.co.uk
through which interested parties and individuals can
engage in the review.

“LMC believes that the outcome of this review will
impact not just on LMC but on the NI beef and

sheepmeat industry as a whole. For that reason, we
would call on all stakeholders and interested parties
to engage fully with the review process to ensure that
services essential to the industry can be provided in
the most effective way possible.”
